She will be remembered for her significant
contribution to the Robertstown Primary School
and wider community on her 30 years of
service here. Sue began teaching at
Robertstown Primary School in 1994, bringing
her passion for education into the classroom.
In Term 3 of 2015, Sue took on the role of
Principal, where she contfinued to lead with
compassion, integrity and a vision for
excellence. We hold Sue's memory as we
continue to learn and grow at school.

In August 2024, an audit of the playgrounds was
completed by KidsSafe South Australia.
