Behaviour Management Policy


Our school aims to be a safe, caring and comfortable learning environment in which the rights of ALL students to learn and ALL teachers to teach are supported and protected.



Our school will encourage students to accept responsibility for their own behaviour.



Our school will give students the support, encouragement and opportunities to increase their experience of academic, social and physical successes.



Our school will develop a partnership between staff, students and their families in order to establish expectations and consequences related to student behaviour.


The Glenburnie Community will:

· Develop and model positive relationships and behaviours between students, staff and parents

· Formulate a set of clearly defined rules and consequences which all understand and value

· Consistently apply rules

· Recognise and respect the religious and cultural differences of others

· Develop effective classroom meetings

· Attend Mandatory Reporting training

· Communicate rules and consequences to parents via newsletter articles

· Have realistic expectations promoting success

· Recognise effort as well as results

· Provide opportunities that suit individual needs

· Encourage students to assess their own performance on a regular basis

· Build self esteem through success

· Encourage and teach students to be responsible for their behaviour and that all behaviour has consequences

· Recognise and acknowledge appropriate behaviour

· Provide opportunities to develop skills in problem solving, decision making, negotiating and leadership.

· Provide an ongoing social skills programme

· Establish an effective communication network between home and school

· Be made aware of the availability of inter agency support

· Manage serious breaches of behaviour in accordance with DfE policy

CHILDREN ARE TO WALK IN CLASSROOMS, CORRIDORS AND AROUND CORNERS OF BUILDINGS

Consequences of running in unsafe areas are:

· rule reminder, walk back to starting position and walk safely

CHILDREN ARE ONLY TO PLAY IN DESIGNATED PLAY AREAS

Consequences of playing in an out of bounds area are:

· rule reminder and vacate the area

· time out in designated area for the remainder of the play period

EVERYONE HAS THE RIGHT TO EXPECT THAT PERSONAL BELONGINGS WILL ONLY BE USED WITH THE OWNER'S PERMISSION

Consequences of interfering with other people's property are:

· return or replace property

· counselling with teacher or Principal

· parents notified for serious occurrences

· police notified if deemed to be warranted by the Principal

CHILDREN ARE TO ACT SAFELY, FAIRLY AND WITH CONSIDERATION FOR OTHERS

Consequences of rough, dangerous or unfair behaviour are:

· leave the "game", after rule reminder, for five minutes

· time out in designated area for a period of time deemed suitable by the teacher

Consequences of fighting and bullying are:

· Time Out for the remainder of the play period and one full play period to follow. 

· Teachers will counsel the student/s regarding their behaviour and notify parents

· For a second fighting or bullying offence, within one week, two play periods to be spent in Time Out and parents notified.

· Teachers will counsel the student/s regarding their behaviour.

· Repeated offenders will miss one week of recess and lunch play in the Time Out room with written notification being sent home.  Teachers will counsel the student/s regarding their behaviour.  Outside agencies will be contacted to work with the child and parents with the view to the child developing more acceptable social skills.

· Serious breaches of behaviour will be dealt with in accordance with the DfE policy on suspension, exclusion and expulsion.

ALL PAPERS, FOOD SCRAPS AND RUBBISH ARE TO BE PLACED IN BINS PROVIDED

All food and disposable drink containers are to be kept on the designated paved area.

Consequences of littering are:

· pick up after rule reminder

· pick up papers in surrounding area, after rule reminder

· clean a yard area, for ten minutes, appropriate to the offence at a time designated by a teacher

CHILDREN ARE ENCOURAGED TO TAKE PRIDE IN THEIR SCHOOL ENVIRONMENT AND FACILITIES

Consequences of vandalism are:

· clean or repair damage where possible, in own time (recess/lunchtime)

· parents notified of incident

· parents notified in writing with request for reimbursement for repairs, replacement of damaged property

CHILDREN ARE TO SHOW RESPECT FOR OTHER PEOPLE'S FEELINGS

Consequences of teasing, harassing, cheekiness, rudeness, swearing are:

· teacher will counsel children involved individually and/or as a group

· offender removed from the group and counselled by teacher

· time out in designated area for time deemed suitable by teacher

· repeat offenders counselled with parents and teacher/s. Principal to be informed.

Consequences of defiance to adults are:

· time out in designated area for time deemed suitable by teacher

· counselling with teacher or Principal and parents

CLASSROOM MANAGEMENT 

All classes are to have a set of rules clearly visible in their classroom.  These rules need to be negotiated with children and should cover the broad areas of:

· movement

· communication

· safety

· problem solving and

· learning

STEPS FOR DEALING WITH COMMON INAPPROPRIATE CLASSROOM BEHAVIOUR

Rule reminder/warning.  Choice given to child/children to choose appropriate action.

If child frequently repeats the inappropriate behaviour - time out IN the classroom.

Children frequently placed in classroom time out will need to negotiate a work/behaviour contract to be able to return to normal classroom routines.  A copy will be forwarded to the child's parent/caregivers.

If a child does not follow classroom timeout expectations - sent to a "Buddy" classroom.  Parents informed by letter to be discussed at home with child to reinforce the need for appropriate behaviour at school.
If at any time a child still refuses to follow instructions the Principal is to be sent for immediately.
TIME OUT IN CLASSROOM

· Child asked to sit and work in a designated area of the classroom (preferably a little removed from others).

· The classroom teacher manages time spent in classroom time out - this may vary according to the inappropriateness of the behaviour and/or can be negotiated with the class.

· When in classroom time out children are expected to work quietly and not interact with other children.

TIME OUT IN “BUDDY” CLASSROOM

· A "Buddy" classroom is an alternate room, negotiated between teachers, where a child can be sent to complete their work.

· Child is to sit and work in a designated area of the classroom.

· Child is expected to work quietly and not interact with other children.

· If a child does not follow instructions or expectations they are to be sent to the Principal.

· If at any time a child refuses to follow instructions (eg. to go to classroom time out, "buddy" room or Principal) the Principal or designated teacher is to be sent for immediately.

· Children sent to a "Buddy" Classroom more than two times in a week will negotiate with the Principal and their parents a work/behaviour contract, which will be distributed to all teachers and staff who have contact with the child.  This will be a "legal"/binding contract.

YARD MANAGEMENT

· All teachers are responsible for ensuring children know and understand school rules.

· The teacher on yard duty should model responsible/caring behaviour and endeavour to defuse problems, which seem to be brewing.

· The yard duty teacher is to be consistent in applying rules.

SUSPENSION, EXCLUSION AND EXPULSION

[A Summary of the Department for Education policy on suspension, exclusion and expulsion]

A child may be suspended from school for up to five days (on up to three occasions per year) by the Principal when

· the student has threatened or perpetrated violence

· the student has acted in a manner that threatens the well being of another student or member of staff

· the student is interfering with the rights of students to learn and teachers to teach

· the student has acted illegally

During the suspension a conference is organised to negotiate with the students and parents a behaviour change plan for the student.

Exclusion is for repeated and more severe behaviours, which warrant a stronger response than suspension.  The student is placed in another school for between four and ten weeks.  Parents may appeal against exclusion.

Expulsion removes a student from enrolment for a period of one to five years.  Students who are under compulsion cannot be expelled.
