Policy Statement
At Glenburnie Primary School, all students from Reception to Year 6 are expected to follow the School Uniform Policy. This policy has been endorsed by the Governing Council on behalf of the school community and is mandatory for all students. All members of the school community share responsibility for supporting and implementing this policy.

Rationale
We believe our school uniform:
· Promotes a strong sense of unity, pride, and belonging
· Supports equity by reducing pressure to wear branded or expensive clothing
· Enhances Glenburnie Primary School’s positive image in the wider community
· Offers sufficient variety to accommodate personal comfort and choice
This policy has been developed in consultation with students, parents, staff, and the wider school community. Wearing the school uniform is not a barrier to education and will not prevent a student from attending school. The Governing Council will review and update this policy as needed.

Responsibilities
Parents/Caregivers are expected to:
· Ensure children wear the correct uniform during all school-related activities
· Support the school in upholding the uniform policy
· Clearly label all uniform items with the student's name
Students are expected to:
· Wear the school uniform during all school-related activities
· Present themselves in a safe, tidy, and respectful manner
· Accept consequences for repeated failure to follow the dress code
Staff are expected to:
· Promote and reinforce the uniform policy fairly and consistently
· Apply appropriate consequences for non-compliance
· Ensure no student is denied access to learning based on uniform issues

Uniform Guidelines
The uniform must be worn during regular school days, excursions, performances, school photo days, and inter-school events.
Uniform items are available from Hip Pocket in Mount Gambier.
Tops:
· Green and gold polo shirt
· Glenburnie green and gold sports polo shirt
· Bottle green windcheater, rugby top, or polar fleece jumper
· Bottle green and gold school jacket
Bottoms:
· Plain black pants or jeans
· Bottle green or plain black tracksuit pants (no logos, writing, or emblems)
· Black leggings may be worn under dresses or skirts (not on their own)
Dresses and Skirts:
· Green and white checked summer dress
· Black or bottle green skirts
· To be worn at mid length or longer
Shorts:
· Black or bottle green shorts (for boys and girls)
· Must be longer than mid-thigh
Footwear:
· School shoes in black, brown, or navy
· Sandshoes, sneakers, or skate shoes
· Sandals with secure back straps are acceptable
· No thongs or slip-ons or rubber boots – footwear must be enclosed and suitable for active play
Hats:
· School bucket hats are required in Terms 1 and 4 for all outdoor activities
· Baseball caps are not permitted
· Wearing a hat is part of the uniform and supports sun safety
· Hats are available from the school front office
· School beanies can be purchased from Hip Pocket for terms 2 and 3
Sports Uniform:
· Numbered sports singlets and green and gold sports polo shirts are available for school sporting events
Year 6 Students:
· May wear specially designed polo shirts and/or windcheaters in school colours, created in consultation with staff
Yelp Students
· May wear specially designed windcheaters in school colours, created in consultation with staff.
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
