In Room 13, we've been learning all about the Olympics, and it's been an
exciting part of our English lessons. Our students started by exploring the history
of the Olympics and the values that make a great Olympian, like dedication,
perseverance, and sportsmanship.

Each student picked an Olympian to research. They found out about their
chosen athlete’s Olympic history, training schedule, and how long they've
been competing.

Wellbeing and Engagement Collection Survey 2024 (—:_

In Term 2, the year 4-6 cohort had the opportunity to

participate in the Wellbeing and Engagement Collection

Survey (WEC). The survey collects information about non-academic
factors relevant to learning and participation. The WEC gives schools,
the community and government an insight into what needs to occur to
ensure students experience success and are provided with resources
and opportunities to reach their full potential.

Taparra’'s WEC results showed outstanding growth and a strong display
of emotional wellbeing, engagement and learner readiness. It was
highlighted that:

86% of students reported they have an important adult at school that
they can trust. This is 27% higher than the state average.

78% of students reported they have high levels of friendship intimacy
and social support from peers.

High levels of emotional engagement had increased by 35% (78% of
all students) compared to previous years.

High levels of cognitive engagement had increased by 22%
compared to previous years.

This data truly reflects the engaged, kind and hard working learners at
Taparra who are supported by dedicated staff members. We thank all
the students for their participation.
