Building a Creative, Responsible and Inclusive Art Room

As we wrap up the first four weeks of the school year, our Visual Art students have been busy establishing safe,
inclusive learning habits in the Art Room. We've focused on creating a positive studio environment where
everyone feels comfortable expressing themselves and working collaboratively.

Engaging in drawing games, students have explored teamwork, creative risk-taking and coordination. For
example, simultaneous sketching encouraged students to respond to each other's marks in real-time, fostering
quick thinking and adaptability.
