The Social Justice Action Plan (Ed Dept 1992) identifies geographical isolation as a major contributing 

factor to educational disadvantage.  This policy seeks to address this specific issue.

ORGANISATION 

Teachers will plan major excursions at the beginning of the year where possible, and inform parents of 

tentative dates and cost.  Due to small student numbers it is expected that where possible major camps 

and careers camps may be organised and ran in conjunction with a neighbouring school to promote a 

wider social exchange and to try to minimise costs. 

It is a school expectation that all students will take part.  If financial circumstances preclude 

involvement, parents should inform the school.  The school will, in co-operation with the Governing 

Council investigate ways to ensure full participation.  This may involve additional fundraising. 

Teachers will prepare a Camps/excursions planning approval Risk Assessment Form and submit it to 

the principal for approval. 

All activities will be in accordance with the Camps Planning Manual. 

All students must display appropriate behaviour and positive attitudes to learning to be involved in 

planned camps. 

Teachers may arrange local events at short notice. 

All camps money owing to the school must be paid for students to attend, this may include installment 

arrangements.
